Ranada Prashad Shaha University (RPSU) opening soon in the city of Narayanganj.
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Opening of Ranada Prasad Shaha
University (RPSU) will be a new
milestone in Kumudini’s field of
providing higher education to the
public. This will be the first ever
university both in public and private
sector in the city of Naryanganj. The
university is expected to start func-
tioning in the first quarter of 2014,

Commercial activities of KWT are
mostly concentrated at its premises
at Naryanganj while social welfare
and educational activities are
pursued mostly at Mirzapur and
other places. So far other than a
Trade Training Institute for destitute
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boys which was set up in 1984, there has not been

any formal educational institution run by KWT at
Naryanganj. The 200 bed government owned
Modern Hospital at Naryanganj is also set on land
donated by KWT. The Trust has been involved
with education since the early 1930s but with loss
of its founder along with his only able son back in
1971 the pace of involvement in eduation as well
as social welfare suffered a setback. Fortunately
the successors of the founder have been able to
carry forward the vision of its founder and set up
Nursing College, Women’s Medical College and
other institutions after liberation of the country.

Since long the Trust has been planning to set up a
modern university at Naryanganj fulfilling the
aspiration of the present generation students.
RPSU is being set up on around 17 acres of land
owned by the Trust which is located along the
bank of river Shitalakhya. Initally RPSU will
have four schools under which will be the Depart-
ments of Business Adminstration, Computer
Science & Engineering, Electrical & Electronics
Engineering, Pharmacy, English and Law. It will
be a co-educational institution where the medium
of instruction will be English. RPSU will shortly
be affiliated with renowned North American
universities having the facility of credit transfer.

Having been set up in Naryanganj RPSU will be
able to cater to the demand of the local students as
well as those of surrounding districts. Prof Amal
Krishna Halder PhD a professor of Mathematics
of Dhaka University has consented to join as Vice
Chancellor of RPSU. A panel of reputed and
experienced teachers will be members of the
teaching staff. Hopefully it will be an institution
with a difference helping students unleash their
potential and achieving their best.
